Every year Khartoum American School offers after school
activities and classes. We are dedicated to providing and
expanding after-school time and opportunities for students,
to support their learning and development across the day,
throughout the year, and from kindergarten through high
school.

Our after school program is successful because the focus is
not just on academic support, but also offers other
enrichment activities. Thus, balancing academic support
with a variety of structured, engaging, and enjoyable
extracurricular activities to improve academic performance.
